Students who successfully complete the course will be awarded the Swiftwater Rescue 
Technician 1 certification, as offered by RESCUE 3 INTERNATIONAL.   
 
The SRT1 class is the first of three classes needed for personnel wanting to meet the 
requirements of the NFPA 1670 Standard at the technician level for water and rope. 
 
SRT1 emphasizes self-rescue skills and covers all of the skills taught in Operations and 
Swiftwater First Responder and provides the fundamentals of swiftwater rescue.  SRT1 is 
recommended for anyone who may be called upon to affect in-water rescues. This intensive 30 
hour, three-day course includes one day of classroom instruction followed by two days of hands-
on skill development.  
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Topics include: 
 

• Rescuing and extricating an accident victim from the water. 
• Safely swimming in swiftwater and maneuvering so as to negotiate river 

hazards and obstacles at various water levels.  
• Handling small inflatable boats by paddle, oar and on tether. 
• Knowing the responsibilities of law-enforcement and on-scene leadership.  
• Understanding swiftwater rescue team organization and the response of the 

victim.  
• Utilizing climbing and technical rescue gear applicable to swiftwater rescue.  
• Fording shallow and fast-moving water utilizing various techniques.  
• Crossing deep, slow-moving and fast-moving water utilizing basic climbing 

gear, small boats, and combinations of the two. 
 

A manual, text, certificate of completion, sticker and I.D. card are included in the fee.  The only 
prerequisites of the course are to be in good physical condition, be comfortable in the water and 
have a basic swimming ability.  Objectives and skill sheets are available for the class.  The 
course was developed and is taught by active professionals with backgrounds in a variety of 
emergency service areas - Rescue personnel, EMS personnel, Firefighters, SAR team 
members, Law Enforcement and others with continuing water rescue experience. 
 
EQUIPMENT:  You will need a wetsuit/drysuit including booties, a water rescue/paddling helmet 
or high-angle rescue/climbing helmet (no turnout helmets or any helmet with a brim), an NFPA 
approved Class II/III high angle harness, a Type III or Type V USCG approved personal flotation 
device (vest-type lifejacket) with whistle, water proof flashlight, and any other gear beneficial for 
a night search.  All of this equipment is required and must be brought by each student.  Wetsuits 
can be cheaply rented at any dive shop.  Tennis shoes and WOOL socks may be substituted for 
booties.  You may also want to bring a pair of wetsuit or watersports gloves.  Lunch will be 
provided on both water days.  Please bring plenty of non-alcoholic beverages and dry clothes. 
 
TUITION:  A special course fee of $325.00 is being offered to members of any Rescue Service 
provider in North Carolina.  (The re-cert fee is $199).  The cost for individuals not associated 
with a Rescue Service provider is $360.00 (re-cert fee is $235.00). The standard national fee for 
this NFPA 1670 compliant course is $425.00.  If your organization is planning on sending more 
than four (4) people, please contact us for the group rate. 
 
REGISTRATION:  Fill out the form on the bottom of this page and send it along with your 
payment to South Orange Rescue Squad, PO Box 128, CARRBORO, NC 27510     ATTN:  Ally 
Edmundson.  If the course is canceled, or you cancel at least two weeks prior to the first 
scheduled class day, a full refund will be made.  Please make checks payable to:  South Orange 
Rescue Squad. *Space will be limited to the first 24 personnel who register.* Upon registration, 
you will be mailed a confirmation sheet with other class information as well as lodging and travel 
instructions. 
 
TIME & LOCATION:  The first day of class will begin at 0800 Friday, March 26, 2010 at South 
Orange Rescue Squad.  The schedule for the weekend will be reviewed on the first day of class.
